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Important Notes:

The above mentioned are proposed tentative dates, which may be changed (preponed or
postponed) accordingly.

The Dean/Principal of the college shall ensure that teaching as well as practical days/hours
shall be covered in the stipulated period.

Students admitted and joined the college as on date declared by the regulating authority
for BHMS course appear for their First year examination in Nov 2021. However, for all late
admitted students, the college shall ensure that all teaching days/hours prescribed by the
University shall be fulfilled either by conducting extra classes or by conducting classes on
holidays or in vacation period as per convenience of the college.

As per the University norms, attendance should not be less than 75% of the lectures
delivered in each subject of the course of instruction and 75% in practical work for the
examination during the total academic period. Attendance in both cases shall be
calculated till such date before the commencement of the written examination or up to
the end of the academic term, whichever is later.

Students are required to adhere the attendance criteria of the University failing to which
they will not be permitted to appear in examination.

University will hold two examinations in every Academic year i.e. in June/July and
October/November, which will be published on website by the University time to time.
The period of Theory and Practical Examinations will be part of Academic term.

There shall be no preparatory leave admissible to any student of course.

The Dean/Principal of the college is empowered to adjust/make suitable changes in
Students of winter vacation of First year students to ensure fulfillment of minimum
number of working days.
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
